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COVID-19 weekly surveillance report

From 01 April 2024, this report will be published fortnightly with the next report scheduled for
17 April 2024. The figures and tables reported in the fortnightly series will be adjusted
accordingly to facilitate effective public health messaging and action.
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Summary for the week 25 to 31 March 2024 (inclusive)

This week there were:

e 192 COVID-19 cases reported
e 22 new hospital admissions and 1 admission into an intensive care unit
e 5deaths

e 3,656 COVID-19 PCR tests conducted

Surveillance summary
This week, case numbers decreased by 15.8% compared to the previous week.

The number of PCR tests increased by 23.2% compared to the previous week, with a seven-day
average positivity rate of 5.8%.

The moving seven-day average case rate per 100,000 population increased in the Kimberley,
Midwest and South West regions, remained steady in the Goldfields and Pilbara regions, and
decreased the Great Southern, Perth metropolitan and Wheatbelt regions. The seven-day average
case rate for the Perth metropolitan region (1.0 cases/100,000 population) was the same as the
non-metropolitan regions combined (1.0 cases/100,000 population).

The seven-day average age-specific rate increased in the 0 - 9 years and 50 - 69 years age
groups, and decreased in all other age groups. The highest rate was in the 70+ years age group
(3.5 cases/100,000 population), and the lowest rate in the 10 - 19 years age group (0.4
case/100,000 population).

The seven-day average of currently hospitalised cases decreased by 13.4% from 82 last week to
71 this week, and intensive care unit cases remained the same with 3 this week. New hospital
admissions related to COVID-19 increased by 46.7% from 15 last week to 22 this week, and
direct intensive care unit admissions remained the same with 1 this week.

Deaths reported this week (5 deaths) decreased compared to deaths last week (6 deaths).

This week, 18 cases were reported in the Aboriginal population, an increase compared to 9
cases last week. Case rates in the Aboriginal population were higher than the non-Aboriginal
population, with a seven-day average rate ratio of 2.5. There were no deaths reported in the
Aboriginal population this week.

The definition of COVID-19 related hospitalisation was updated on 21 October 2022 to exclude cases where more than 60 days have passed since
their positive COVID-19 test. This new definition more accurately captures cases in whom COVID-19 may have contributed to their reason for
ongoing hospitalisation. Data reported after 21 October cannot be compared directly to data recorded prior to that date.
